  In the news last week, there was a 
touching story about yet another military fatality in 
Iraq. Staff Sargeant Jesse A. Ault died from a 
wound to the chest when his vehicle was struck by a 
roadside bomb in the region near Bagdad. 

 Jesse had joined the Army before high 
school graduation. After four years of active duty, 
he moved to Virginia and joined the National 
Guard.  He met Betsy, his future wife, during 
summer training camp in 2002.  They were dating 

by the time their units were combined and deployed to Iraq in 2004.  Betsy 
already had a son, named Nathan. When the couple got back from Iraq, Jesse 
told Betsy that he wanted to start a family together. They got married on the 
front steps of her father's house. Soon after, their own son, Adam, was born, 
now 15 months old. Then, in early 2007, Betsy was alerted that she would be 
redeployed to Iraq. Since their children needed their mom, Jesse thought the 
best thing for him to do for his family was reenlist. Assigned to the 82nd 
Airborne, he went back in Betsyõs place. The day he landed in Kuwait, Betsy 
found out she was pregnant again. Their daughter, Rachel, is now four 
months old. 

Naturally, Betsy Ault was crushed by the news of Jesseõs death. 
There is no consolation in her knowledge that by enlisting in the army, this 
was among the possibilities she faced. Things change. People change. So do 
their relationships, and their needs. When she enlisted, she needed the Army.  
Now she needed Jesse. And her children needed their dad. But beyond all 
that, Betsy will be haunted forever by the knowledge that her husband Jesse, 
out of love and devotion to the needs of their new family, took her place on 
that last tour of duty. And because of that, offering his life on the altar of 
freedom has much greater meaning than had he died under different 
circumstances. For Betsy Ault, itõs now exceptionally personal.
