The 
health and vitality of our church is everyoneôs responsibility.  If we are not 
growing, if we are not serving our community, if we are not moving forward 
with our stated goals, then we are neglecting a major part of our Christian 
calling.  Commitment is not defined by age, gender, race or physical capabili-
ties.  Commitmentôs only limitations are the level of belief in our goals and 
objectives, and our desire to achieve them. And remember that Jesus himself 
said:  ñSeek ye first the Kingdom of Heaven, and all these things will be added 
unto you.ò

can do for you but what you can do for your country.ò  I hope we at Casa View 
Christian Church will ask ourselves, ñWhat can I do for Christ todayò and then 
act upon it - with regular and enthusiastic attendance, with generous giving, 
and with participation in one of our numerous ministries.
