November 13,  2007 

 My current sermon series on the Seven Churches 
of Asia has been planned for several months and contains a 
valuable message for any church, at any time.  But perhaps 
at this particular time the message in this section of Revela-
tion is particularly valuable. These are difficult times. Emo-
tions are frayed. Confusion, sorrow, and doubt loom in the 

air like a dark cloud. 

 Christians must be reminded from time to time that the value of 
faith is not to strengthen us to endure victory, joy, and celebration.  All that 
is easy. Bring it on. . .in great abundance. We can handle it.  Itõs the hard 
times that crush us. Itõs failure, disappointment, and sadness that test our 
faith and try our character. 

 Looking back over history, the church has survived many periods of 
trial and hardship. From the very beginning, Christians were persecuted for 
their faith. Last Sunday we reflected on the martyrdom of Polycarp, bishop 
of Smyrna, A.D. 155, as a remarkable example of courage and faith. Just as 
metal is strengthened by the extremes of heat and cold, and by  being ham-
mered on an anvil, so the human character is strengthened by challenge and 
hardship. It does not matter whether it is a national crisis, like an economic 
depression, war, or a terrorist attack, or a personal crisis, like the loss of job, 
a broken marriage, a long serious illness, the death of a loved one, or a crisis 
for a church family. So it is with Christian faith. One writer says:  òDear 
friends, do not be surprised at the painful trial you are suffering, as though 
something strange were happening. But rejoice that you participate in the 
suffering of Christ, so that you may be overjoyed when His glory is re-
vealedó (I Peter 4:12). 

 So, in difficult times we need to be even more faithful in our church 
attendance, more diligent in prayer and Bible study, more resolute in charac-
ter, and more determined in doing good. Just as Robert Schuller said many 
years ago, so I say to you all now:  òTough times donõt last.  Tough people 
do.ó
