 Recently our own Don Bratton was named to the 
Wall of Honor at Richland Community College.  If you do 
not know Don, I can tell you that he possesses an indomi-
table spirit and, like Michael J. Fox, he is an incurable opti-
mist for whom every day is an adventure. Don has survived 
and overcome three separate near -death experiences, and 
despite it all he continues to push forward with ambition 

and determination. 

Anitra Cotton, publicity writer for Richland, summarized Donõs 
story like this.  His first trauma was a motorcycle accident in 1980 that left 
him with five leg fractures.  He battled back, and two years later he walked 
unassisted across the stage at his high school graduation.  Then, in 1983 he 
was shot in the face by a robber, leaving his left arm and leg partially para-
lyzed.  Through sheer determination, in five months he was walking without 
a cane. Many would have given up hope for any semblance of normal life.  
Not Don.  He pushed forward with his education at the University of North 
Texas and eventually landed his dream job as a jet engine mechanic. Then in 
1994 a car accident left him in a 21-day coma. He emerged with permanent 
brain damage. 

After months of physical therapy and psychological counseling, 
Don was back in college. He went on to earn an associateõs degree, as well as 
a certificate in physical fitness, and he became a personal trainer with the 
YMCA.  Today Don is an active member of CVCC, assisting with our Chil-
drenõs Church and other programs.  He continues with classes at Richland to 
develop his writing skills, hoping one day to publish his story.  Among his 
greatest motivations is to help others to strengthen their bodies, believe in 
themselves, and overcome their problems to find success and happiness. 

God bless you, Don. We are proud of what you have accomplished 
and proud to be your brothers and sisters in Christ.  You are an inspiration 
for us all.
