Y ’/i 7. w \n 1876, a celebration of the one hundredth anni-
I versary of the signing of the Declaration of Inde-
e =G pendence was about to occur for the American p
ple. The rector of a small Episcopal church in
Brandon, Vermont, decided to write a hymn for h
church to sing in the upcoming Fourth of July celq-
bration. Daniel Roberts wrote a hymn that ex-
pressed the belief that God had guided our nation in the past an
would do so in the future. At his church celebration for the Fourtl§ of
July,God of Our Fatheas sung for the first time. At the time, the
congregation did not know that its minister had written the hymn.

Roberts submitted his hymn anonymously to the committde
revising the Episcopal hymnal in the late 1880s. When the hymnjwas
accepted, Roberts confirmed that he was the author. Prior to its pub-
lication,God of Our Fatheas chosen as the hymn for the centennigl
celebration of the adoption of the United States Constitution in 1489.
The organist of St. Thomas Episcopal Church in New York City,
George W. Warren, was commissioned to write a new tune for th
hymn. The resulting tune was written with a dramatic trumpet lin
before each verse. This gave it an inspirational quality and a dis§nc-
tive patriotic flareGod of Our Fathmstinues to be sung at national
celebrations across this land.
