 In Acts 6 we discover that a certain need 

arose in the early Jerusalem church. The apostles 

responded, òChoose out from among yourselves 

seven responsible people, and we will appoint 

them over this task.ó  It is clear that eyes were 

open to genuine needs, and as it turned out there 

were plenty of human resources in the church to 

respond.  But Christians had to learn how to recruit workers, and 

then how to empower them to follow through. 

Today, one of the marks of a growing and dynamic 

church is effective recruitment and motivation of volunteers. 

Most churches possess a wealth of untapped natural resources. 

However, we often struggle to connect our willing workers with 

significant tasks. Two of the saddest comments I have ever 

heard in church are òNobody will volunteer,ó and òNobody has 

given me anything to do.ó 

CVCC is blessed with willing leadership.  But at times it 

seems that we have (according to the old clich®) òtoo many 

chiefs and not enough Indians.ó Many of our leaders are better 

workers than leaders, and end up burning themselves out trying 

to do a job alone. When it comes to recruiting help, we are either 

reluctant, afraid, or we simply donõt know how. We run ads in the 

church newsletter, we make public announcements, and we put 

a sign on the marquee asking for volunteers. People respond to 

a bill-board that says JOB OPENING, because there is pay in-

volved.  But few respond to a sign that reads VOLUNTEERS 

NEEDED. Instead, we run the other way.
