 Jimmy Smith was my VBF growing up. At age 

nine he suffered a very bizarre accident. A large Dr. 

Pepper machine (refrigerator) toppled over on him 

crushing his pelvic bones. At first doctors feared that 

he might not live. Then when it appeared he would pull 

through, they said that he would ever walk. He did that 

also, and more. 

 Jim graduated high school as a star basketball player and 

cross country runner. We spent a lot of time together as teenagers. I 

taught him to scuba dive and took him horse-back riding.  He taught 

me to water ski and roller skate.  During college, Jim became a li-

censed youth minister with the Southern Baptist Convention and spent 

many years nurturing young lives. Today he runs a tour business, tak-

ing senior citizens on adventurous excursions all over the continental 

United States, as well as Alaska, Hawaii, and Europe. He is a walking 

and running miracle. 

 A few weeks ago I preached a sermon on how to share a bless-

ing.  One of the points we made was that Godõs people are called to 

bless the lives of others. To receive the greatest blessings in life, you 

have to be a blessing.  The Hebrew Bible says that God blessed Abra-

ham so that he could bless others. Nearly losing his ability to walk 

helped my friend Jim see that life was about using your gifts to the 

max, not just to enjoy life and do incredible things, but also to help oth-

ers reach beyond the pale of routine mediocrity to great adventures.  

When you have been abundantly blessed, the only noble and worthy 

response is to pass it on and let it multiply. 

 Jimmy Smith sees himself, not as an unfortunate victim of a 

freak childhood accident, but as one incredibly blessed, and therefore 

gifted to bless others.
