The Road Les Traveled 

     On my way into Dallas each day, I pass a small 

church on First St. in Garland, named Sweethome     

Missionary Baptist Church.  For several weeks now, the 

marquee has read  Stop, Drop, and Roll Will Not Work in 

Hell.  The fact that this little motto has been displayed 

so long tells me that it represents an important doctrine 

for these people. It would appear to be a key element of their belief sys-

tem, a motivator to attend church regularly, live right, and pray fervently. 

It represents the simple ideology- obey God or else! And the church is not 

dying. In fact, on my way home this very Sunday afternoon, I noticed that 

cars filled their parking area and lined the streets. Attendance there is 

great! 

Now, I try not to be in the business of criticizing other Christians, 

and have often quoted Jan Linn who says it like this: òThat is simply not 

the kind of Christian I choose to be.ó Yet, I am concerned that so many 

people choose to be the kind of Christians who live in fear, and who be-

lieve that fear tactics are the core of the Gospel. Why would anyone 

think that the threat of burning in hell demonstrates the love and com-

passion of God? Why are we not more inclined to believe and to live no-

bly and responsibly, in response to the hope, joy, peace, and grace as 

the core elements of Godõs reign? Is divine grace ineffective without a 

threat of punishment? 

Maybe there is no good answer to these questions.  Perhaps 

there are people in every culture who need that kind of message.  But I 

choose to be the kind of minister who demonstrates the open arms of 

God, rather than a fire breathing God of wrath. And while I try to employ 

a great variety of sermon illustrations and visual aids, from clown hats to 

PowerPoint and DVDs, pyrotechnics (accompanied by the smell of sulfur 

and burning flesh) will not be among them.
