 Despite the economic woes we have all 

experienced over recent months, our church 

moves forward in faith with numerous ministries 

and projects that represent our mission, our pur-

pose and our calling.

This is also the faith commitment that has prompted us 

to move forward with a new attic staircase and new carpet and 

tile in the hallways of the church building.

The stairway will provide a 

safer and easier access to the attic above the baptistery, which 

is the only significant storage area we have for decorations and 

furnishings that are used on a regular basis. And new hallway 

flooring will create a more welcoming atmosphere throughout 

the building. 

A second part of the current remodeling is a response to 

a fire inspection two months ago, which required that we ad-

dress a number of electrical and structural issues that were con-

sidered a fire hazard. The most significant issue was our kitchen, 

and we are required to install a new vent-a-hood and fire sup-

pression system to bring that up to current safety codes. 

So all things considered, the current projects are a very small
